He picked up an injury after his run at Royal Ascot last summer and after a
break, was being readied to defend his crown in the Grade 2 hurdle at Sandown but for obvious reasons
that did not happen. He has been off for a long time through no fault of his own and we hope to finally try
him left handed with the West Yorkshire Hurdle at Wetherby an obvious starting point; from there we will
know what options we have for the rest of the winter.
